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Biographical Details

Professor Alan D. Gilbert

Vice-Chancellor University of Melbourne

The Vice-Chancellor is the Chief Executive Officer of the University. Professor Alan D. Gilbert became Vice-Chancellor of The University of Melbourne on 1 January 1996, having previously been Vice-Chancellor of the University of Tasmania from 1991 to 1995, and Pro-Vice-Chancellor at the University of NSW from 1988 to the end of 1990. 

Professor Gilbert is a graduate of the Australian National University and the University of Oxford, from which he graduated with a D.Phil. in Modern History in1973. He was awarded an honorary D.Litt.by the University of Tasmania in 1995. 

Professor Gilbert has taught history at universities in Australia and Papua New Guinea, and has published widely in British and Australian history, including Religion and Society in Industrial England (1976), Churches and Churchgoers (1978) and The Making of Post-Christian Britain (1980). He was a joint General Editor of Australians: A Historical Library, an eleven-volume history of Australia written to mark the Bicentenary in 1988. In 1990 he was elected a Fellow of the Australian Academy of the Social Sciences. Professor Gilbert served on the Australian Higher Education Council from 1991-95,and is currently Chairman of Universitas 21, an international association of research intensive universities, and Chairman of the Board of Melbourne University Private Limited, a private university established to operate in a productive synergy with the University of Melbourne.
