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Biographical Details

Dr Stuart Kaye

Professor of Law, James Cook University

Stuart Kaye is Professor of Law at James Cook University, and Head of the School of Law.  He has studied at the University of Sydney and Dalhousie University, and has worked at the Law Schools at the University of Tasmania, University of Sydney and the University of Wollongong, as well as the Centre for Maritime Policy.  He is admitted as a solicitor of the Supreme Court of New South Wales, a barrister of the Supreme Courts of Tasmania and Queensland, and of the High Court of Australia.  He is on the Board of Editors of Ocean development and International Law and the Antarctic and southern Ocean Law and Policy Occasional Papers.  He is also a member of the advisory Board of the Asia-Pacific Centre for Military law at the University of Melbourne.

Stuart Kaye has an extensive research interest in the law of the sea and international law generally, and has published extensively in the areas.  He has written a number of books including Australia’s Maritime Boundaries (1995, 2001), The Torres Strait, and International Fisheries Management (2000).  In addition, in 1995 he was appointed one of the two Australian nominees to the International Hydrographic Organisation’s Panel of Experts on Maritime Boundary Delimitation.  In 2000, he was appointed by the Australian Government to the list of Arbitrators under the 1991 Madrid Protocol to the Antarctic Treaty.
